At the Beach

Oceanside: The beach is steps away from the bus stop. The pier, amphitheater, restaurants, and museums are near the beach.

San Clemente: Railroad tracks at San Clememte are very active, please use the pedestrian tunnel or signaled crossing to access the
beach or piers. Public dressing rooms & toilets are on the beach with snack bars, rentals, shops, a convenience store and several cafes.

San Juan Capistrano: Capistrano Beach Enjoy volleyball, basketball and other beach activities. During the summer months, a
concessionaire offers fishing gear rental and sales, food and beverages and beach supplies. Doheny State Beach is right next to
Capistrano Beach and features 62 acres of sandy beach. The campground features 120 developed family campsites and the picnic area
has 170 picnic tables and 99 barbecue grills. At the entrance to Doheny there is a visitor center with five aquariums, an indoor tide pool,
exhibits, displays, gift shop, and photo history of Doheny surfing days.

Getting Around

San Clemente: Free Shuttle from the pier to San Clemente’s quaint Village district board every 20 minutes in adjacent Avenida Victoria.
Ask driver for maps & pickup points. Also OTCA Bus #191 operates hourly between San Juan Capistrano and San Clemente, with stops
near Dana Point Harbor, Doheny State Beach. Cost: $1 regular fare .25 cents age 65 and over and persons with disabilities (exact fare).
Allow 45 minutes travel time.

Homeward Bound

Bus leave promptly so meet near the pick up location al least 10 prior to departure. Before boarding, we ask that you change wet clothing
& visit a restroom before leaving. Also please dust sand from belongings, and then follow directions for a safe & orderly boarding.
Remeber, no bare feet. Stops are brief so have belongings & family ready to depart the bus as it arrive to your stop.
